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The rescue excavations at Bardeh Mar, located in the mountainous
Hawraman region of western Iran, were conducted in response to the risk of
submergence caused by the construction of the Daryan Dam. The site was
identified during systematic archaeological surveys in Sarvabad County and
was excavated in 2015 through two carefully planned trenches. The main
aim of this research was to document the stratigraphic sequence,
chronological framework, architectural features, ceramic assemblages, and
subsistence economy of the site’s past inhabitants. Methodologically, the
project combined excavation, stratigraphic analysis, ceramic typology,
absolute dating methods and ethnoarchaeological comparisons with local
pastoral practices. Findings revealed circular dry-stone structures, plain
handmade brown pottery, and animal bone remains that indicate a pastoral
economy reliant on herding goats, sheep, and cattle. The lack of glazed
ceramics and complex architectural features supports the interpretation that
Bardeh Mar served as a seasonal winter campsite (Hawar) for local herders,
providing access to lower-altitude pastures during harsh winters. This
research demonstrates how archaeological data, when integrated with
ethnographic evidence, can illuminate traditional adaptive strategies in
marginal mountain environments. The study contributes valuable insights
into local settlement dynamics, seasonal mobility, and the cultural continuity
of pastoral lifeways in Hawraman during the Middle and Late Islamic
periods. Bardeh Mar stands as an important example of how small-scale,
temporary sites play a vital role in reconstructing broader patterns of land
use and rural economy in the highlands of western Iran.
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Introduction

The Hawraman region of Kurdistan Province is one of the least archaeologically explored
mountainous areas in western Iran, characterized by rugged terrain, deep valleys, and high
oak forests. Due to its difficult access and karst geology, the region has limited agricultural
land and relies heavily on pastoralism and handicrafts. Seasonal and vertical migration has
been central to local livelihoods for centuries.

In recent years, national water policies have led to the construction of numerous dams,
necessitating salvage archaeology in threatened reservoir zones. The Daryan Dam on the
Sirwan River resulted in the discovery of multiple sites from the Paleolithic to the Late
Islamic period. Bardeh Mar was first recorded by Dr. Fereidoun Biglari and excavated under
the direction of Amir Saed Mucheshi in 2015.

The main research questions addressed the chronology and function of Bardeh Mar: Was it a
permanent village or a seasonal camp? What economic activities sustained its occupants?
Given the region’s limited agricultural potential and the site’s low elevation near the Sirwan
River, researchers hypothesized that Bardeh Mar functioned as a winter Hawar— a seasonal
camp used when highland pastures are snow-covered.

Previous archaeological work in Sarvabad has focused mainly on surveys and limited
excavations. Earlier studies in the region have documented petroglyphs, inscriptions, and
prehistoric remains, but Islamic-period sites in mountainous Hawraman remain largely
unexplored. This gap makes Bardeh Mar significant for understanding settlement continuity
and the adaptive strategies of mountain communities during the Islamic period.

The study also aimed to test whether architectural and ceramic evidence aligns with local
ethnoarchaeological models. The identification of circular dry-stone buildings, simple
handmade ceramics, and faunal assemblages suggest parallels with the region’s Hawar
system. By integrating excavation results, stratigraphic analyses, absolute dating, and
ethnoarchaeological data, the research contributes new insights into seasonal mobility and
land use in a high-altitude context.

Fieldwork at Bardeh Mar included two trenches excavated to sterile soil, revealing cultural
deposits up to three meters deep. In Trench 1, a well-preserved circular stone structure with an
internal hearth and associated floor was uncovered, alongside simple brown pottery, spindle
whorls, beads, and iron objects. Trench 2 revealed additional circular structures and domestic
features consistent with temporary habitation.

Discussion

The rescue excavation of the Bardeh Mar site in the mountainous region of Hawraman
provides valuable insights into seasonal settlement patterns and the economic strategies of
Islamic-period communities in western Iran. The integration of archaeological,
environmental, and ethnoarchaeological data demonstrates that Bardeh Mar functioned as a
temporary winter habitat (Hawar) associated with pastoralist mobility rather than as a
permanent village. The circular stone architecture, absence of advanced construction
materials, and lack of plastering or mud mortar clearly distinguish the site from the
rectangular and more sophisticated architecture of the region’s permanent villages. These
traits, combined with the low diversity and handmade nature of the ceramic assemblage, point
toward a modest, short-term occupation related to herding activities.

The ethnoarchaeological comparison with modern winter Hawars of the Hawraman region
reveals striking structural and functional parallels. In both cases, circular drystone huts were
built near river valleys at low elevations to exploit snow-free pastures during the late winter
months. The faunal remains, dominated by sheep, goat, and cattle, reinforce this interpretation
and suggest an economy based primarily on animal husbandry. The limited evidence for
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agricultural or craft production further supports the interpretation of Bardeh Mar as a seasonal
pastoral station.

Chronologically, the combined relative and absolute dating—through ceramic typology,
radiocarbon, and thermoluminescence analyses—indicates two main phases of occupation:
the Middle Islamic period (Seljuk—Ilkhanid, 12th—13th centuries CE) and the Late Islamic
period (18th—19th centuries CE). The continuity of handmade brown pottery across these
phases reflects long-term cultural and technological persistence within local communities.
The discovery of clay tobacco pipes in the upper layer provides an additional chronological
anchor consistent with the expansion of tobacco use in the Ottoman and Iranian regions
during the eighteenth century.

Overall, Bardeh Mar exemplifies how local ecological conditions and traditional systems of
vertical and inverse transhumance shaped settlement patterns in the Zagros highlands. The site
offers one of the first archaeologically documented examples of winter Hawars in the
Hawraman area, bridging ethnographic knowledge with material evidence. This
interdisciplinary approach highlights the importance of combining archaeological and
ethnographic data to reconstruct past lifeways in mountainous environments where
conventional settlement models often fail to capture seasonal dynamics.

Conclusion

Faunal analysis indicates an economy focused on pastoralism, primarily goats, sheep, and
cattle. Ethnoarchaeological comparisons with local Hawar s reveal that temporary shelters
have circular plans, dry-stone walls, and minimal finishing — similar to the Bardeh Mar
architecture. The lack of permanent infrastructure, storage jars, or diverse domestic artifacts
supports the interpretation of the site as a seasonal camp used during winter to access lower
pastures near the river when upland snow limits grazing. Combined, these results highlight
the adaptive strategies of Hawraman communities in balancing seasonal movements, resource
use, and simple but effective building traditions.

The Bardeh Mar rescue excavation provides rare and significant evidence of seasonal
settlement practices in the highlands of western Iran during the Islamic period. The site’s
circular stone structures, unglazed handmade pottery, and limited material culture clearly
distinguish it from permanent village sites in the region, which typically include more
complex architecture and diverse ceramic assemblages.

The findings affirm that Bardeh Mar served as a winter Hawar, a temporary encampment
supporting vertical and reverse transhumance. This practice allowed pastoral communities to
graze livestock in lower, snow-free areas while preserving upland resources for spring and
summer use. The architectural similarities with present-day Hawar s demonstrate remarkable
cultural continuity and adaptation to the rugged Hawraman landscape.

The absence of glazed ceramics, limited domestic features, and simple tools further confirm
the temporary nature of the site. Such seasonal sites are underrepresented in Iranian
archaeology, which has often focused on permanent settlements and monumental architecture.
Bardeh Mar thus fills a critical gap in understanding everyday life and seasonal land-use
systems in marginal mountain environments.

Chronological confirmation through radiocarbon and thermoluminescence dating anchors the
site within the Middle to Late Islamic periods, aligning with the broader historical context of
the region under Seljuk, Ilkhanid, and later Ottoman influence. The presence of clay pipes
adds an additional cultural link to wider trade and cultural in western Iran.

The Bardeh Mar excavation demonstrates the value of integrating ethnoarchaeological
frameworks into archaeological interpretation, especially in regions where local settlement
patterns have changed little over centuries. Such an approach enriches the understanding of
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how past communities adapted to their environment, managed resources, and maintained
mobile lifestyles within complex mountain systems.

Overall, Bardeh Mar contributes valuable data for comparative Islamic archaeology,
highlights the importance of local ceramic traditions, and underscores the enduring
significance of pastoralism in shaping Hawraman’s cultural landscape. Future research should
expand on these findings by exploring other seasonal sites in the region, applying integrated
methods to refine our knowledge of historical mobility, economy, and architectural traditions
in Iran’s western highlands.
